Although Chris succumbed to complications from her tumor in 1996, her vision and passion to help fund a cure for brain tumors live on. Now called Brain Tumor Walk, the event has grown into a far-reaching national program that gives people affected by brain tumors a chance to join others in their local community while uniting with the national brain tumor community. 
“The Orange County Brain Tumor Walk is a chance for the entire community to come together and support the fight against brain tumors,” said N. Paul TonThat, Executive Director of National Brain Tumor Society. “Donations from the Brain Tumor Walk enable us to fund innovative research and fight for resources and policies that will result in better treatments and better quality of life for people affected by brain tumors. The Walk also raises awareness that brain tumors can strike anyone, and there is still no cure.”
National Brain Tumor Society (NBTS) is a nonprofit organization committed to finding a cure for brain tumors. NBTS aggressively drives strategic research, advocates for public policies that meet the critical needs of the brain tumor community, and provides patient information.
